From the East: 
From the Interstate-10 Freeway 
traveling West  
Exit  at Overland  Ave. Turn Left onto 
Overland Ave. Turn Right onto Culver 
Blvd. Turn Left into the first parking lot. 
 
From the West: 
From the Interstate-10 Freeway traveling East  
Exit at National/Overland. Turn Right off the ramp.  
Turn Left at the next traffic light onto Overland Ave.  
Turn Right onto Culver Blvd. Turn Left into the first parking lot. 
 
From the South: 
From the 405 Freeway traveling North  
Exit at Culver Blvd. Turn Left onto Sawtelle Blvd.  
Turn Right onto Culver Blvd. 
Drive past Coombs Ave. Turn Right into parking lot. 
 
From the North: 
From the 405 Freeway traveling South  
Exit at Culver Blvd. Turn Left onto Sawtelle Blvd.  
Turn Left onto Culver Blvd. 
Drive past Coombs Ave. Turn right into parking lot. 
 
 
The Veterans Park buildings will be on your left. Enter the Teen Center from the back of the building.
